Emergency Information 
 

During the school year Centennial students will practice emergency drills such as 
fire, earthquake, and lockdown drills. We hope not to use them, but we need to be 
prepared for a real emergency. We want every student to have an emergency food 
pack in the classroom. 
 

In an extreme emergency that requires early release, when transportation isn’t 
running, we will have a specific place to check your child out. The station will be 
marked parent/student reunion. When parents arrive we will have staff members or 
volunteers bring children to the check out. Please make sure we have a list of all 
people that can pick your child up in an extreme emergency. 
 

We also ask that parents review the Emergency information on the back of the 
school calendar for school delays and closures during inclement weather 
conditions. There could also be changes in bus routes. The Bethel Hotline is a good 
resource to call at 683-6001, log on to the Bethel website, or go to 
www.schoolreport.org.

When To Keep Your Child At Home 

  

A child exhibiting a runny nose, cough, sore throat, fever, headache, vomiting, head 
lice or undiagnosed rash should be kept home from school If the child has had an 
elevated temperature, diarrhea, or vomiting we ask that they remain home for 24 
hours after symptoms are no longer present. If your child is ill enough and requires 
any cold medicine or cough drops, or unable to participate in recess, please allow 
your child time at home where adequate rest can be obtained. This protects 
classmates and staff from being exposed to contagious illnesses. 
  

All medications (prescribed and/or over-the counter) may be 
administered to a student only if the child is under the care of 

a physician who indicates, in writing, that it is necessary 
for the child to receive medication during the time the child 
is in school. Parents who wish to arrange for the administration 

of medications at school should contact the school nurse or 
health clerk for a form and procedural directions. This policy 

includes cough drops, chapstick, lotions, vitamins, etc.

Response To Intervention 
 

Our teachers and para-professionals are working together to provide students with the interventions 
they need to become proficient readers. Three times a year students are given an assessment in 
reading to identify where they are. Students are identified as: 
•Benchmark: On target to be at grade level at the end of the year 
•Strategic: needing some extra support 
•Intensive: needing curriculum designed to teach decoding and phonics skills. 
Teachers and Para-professionals are teaming to provide small group instruction to children who tested 
intensive and strategic. Teachers are also working to challenge students who tested at benchmark. 
 

Helping Your Child Reach Their Reading Goal 
  

Reading and being read to at home will help students improve their reading skills.  Please help your 
child find 20 minutes each evening to read.  Children need to be reading a “just right” book (not too 
hard, not to easy).  When you are reading to your child, the book can be above their “just right” 
reading level.  Just like it takes practice to improve at soccer, basketball or tae-kwon-do you need 
practice to improve at reading.
