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Careers Class Information 
Students have Careers 
twice a week on Monday 
and Friday. Careers is a 
required class each 
student must pass at each 
grade level in order  to 
graduate. Students receive 
credit for their Careers 
class towards graduation.   
There have been a few 
important changes that will 
affect the studentsÕ ability 
to pass the class.  Changes 
were made to make the 
class more meaningful and 
assist the students in 
having a solid plan for life 
after high school.   
 

Students must turn in all 
Careers papers and 
assignments in typed final 
draft form.  All forms are 

available on-line through 
Mrs. SessionsÕ website.  
Students can type right onto 
the form and save it to their z 
drive.  For students who do 
not have access to computers 
or Internet at home, we have 
several computers available 
at school for students to use.   
 

Students are all to read the 
equivalent of twenty-five 
books this year. Our building 
has decided that 100 pages of 
non-fiction text will equal 
one book and 200 pages of 
fiction text will equal a book. 
So if a student reads a 400-
page f iction book, it counts as 
two books. Much of the 
reading will be done through 
class assignments.  All 
students completed half a 

book on the f irst day of 
school by reading their 42-
page handbook. The summer 
reading book also counts 
towards the book total. 
Students should track all the 
reading they do in classes and 
any extra curricular reading 
on their reading logs.  The 
typed reading log must be 
included in each studentÕs 
portfolio in order to pass his 
or her Careers class.  
 

During student-led 
conferences in May, we hope 
that your experience with 
your student will be positive, 
meaningful and informative.  
Along with a quick review of 
your studentÕs portfolio, the 
majority of the time will be 
spent on a multi-media 

presentation given by the 
student.  This is also a 
mandatory component for all 
students. We have also 
included several other 
required assignments that 
must be included in their 
portfolio in order to pass 
Careers.   
 

You can support your 
student in these changes by 
encouraging them to read 
and document their twenty-
five books, type their 
assignments, make certain all 
required assignments have 
been turned in and encourage 
them to continuously work 
on their multi-media project 
throughout the year.
